Metal cleaners Gasoline, fuels
Mothballs Solvent based car waxes
Polish/spot remover w/solvent* Transmission fluid
Rechargeable/disposable batteries **
Thermostats w/mercury
Thermometers w/mercury

Home Improvement Yard & Garden
Adhesives, glues with solvent* Driveway sealer
Cleaners, solvent based Fertilizer with weed killer
Concrete cleaner (acid) Insect or bug killer
Furniture stripper Kerosene
Oil based paint Lighter fluid
Paint remover or stripper Motor oil and gas mixtures
Paint thinner/turpentine Pool chemicals
Rust remover Rat/rodent poison
Varnish Weed killer
Wood preservative

* Solvent–containing products have the words: flammable, combustible or contains petroleum
distillates on the label.  Any products with acetone, xylene and methylene chloride should be
saved for collection.

Tires Electronics
